UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS
You can go on an exchange at any time in your second or 

third year. If you go in your final trimester, you’ll need to have 

completed the minimum core requirements prior to leaving 

and have done at least half of your 300-level major, minor, and 

degree requirements at Victoria University of Wellington.

MASTER OF DESIGN INNOVATION STUDENTS
Exchange is not available for Master of Design Innovation 

students.
